NIGEB Patent Office
Patent: is an exclusive right granted for an invention. An invention must, in general, fulfill the following conditions to be protected by a patent. 
 Novelty: Some new characteristic which is not known in the body of existing knowledge in its technical field.
 Invention: Is a product or a process that provides, in general, a new way of doing something, or offers a new technical solution to a problem.

Innovation: the conversion of new knowledge into economic and social benefits
Industrial Property: refers to creations of the mind: inventions, literary and artistic works, and symbols, names, images, and designs used in commerce.

Industrial Designs: is the ornamental or aesthetic aspect of an article. The design may consist of three-dimensional features, such as the shape or surface of an article, or of two-dimensional features, such as patterns, lines or color.
Utility Models: supplement the patent system by providing protection for innovations which are not regarded as inventive enough to warrant a patent grant.

Copyright: is a legal term describing rights given to creators for their literary and artistic works

Trademarks: are distinctive signs, used to differentiate between identical or similar goods and services offered by different producers or services providers
Geographical Indications: is a sign used on goods that have a specific geographical origin and possess qualities, reputation or characteristics that are essentially attributable to that origin
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
